  2,  All around the world people want peace because we know that war hurts living  

       things.
  3.  But, so far, war is the way many countries solve the hardest problems they have with  

       other countries.
  4.   And some people become warriors to help the country they love.

  5.   We know that war hurts everyone.

  6.   We are learning other ways to solve problems so that we won’t need wars in the  

        future.

  7.   One way to peace is to look closely at what war does to families and children.

  8.   This is Iraq which has had war for a number of years.

11.    Most Iraqi children are often hungry.

12.    They get sick a lot.

13.    Most schools don’t have toys or sports equipment. 
14.    Many children have to work instead of going to school..

15.     Students often do their homework by the light of kerosene lanterns  

          because they have electricity for just a few hours each day.  Definitely no power    

          for video games.

16.     Let’s look at what happens when water systems get sewage and bacteria in   

          them during wartime.

17.     Think about the drinking fountains in your school. How many times      

           do you pass one each day?

18.     What if you could not take a drink without getting diarrhea? No matter how thirsty   

          you are…
19.     These Iraqis are walking to school. They’ll be really thirsty by the time they  

          get there.

20.    But they won’t be able to drink any water at school without taking a chance of  

         getting very sick.

21.    Actually, these days in Iraq, almost 1 in 5 children dies from an illness caused by  

         contaminated drinking water…  Maybe there should be 1 more friend hanging out  

         at this slumber party.
22.    Sewage plants that keep water clean have been damaged. The water for drinking,   

         washing and bathing that used to get treated here is now full of sewage.  
23.    The glass on the right shows what untreated water looks like.  Would you drink this  

         or go thirsty?

24.    What do people do when the water is this dirty- full of bacteria from sewage?  How 

          can they drink?  How can they take a bath?

25.    What is being done to solve this problem?

26.     Iraqi adults are meeting to talk about the water problem.

27.     Newspapers tell about the water problem. Like this one: ”The shortage of safe   

          water threatens  

          Iraq’s children”
28.     Some American schools, clubs, and religious organizations are purchasing water 

          sanitation systems for Iraqi schools.

29.     This woman asked her family and friends to buy a sanitation system for a school as 

           her gift for graduating from college.

30.     Some US soldiers raise money for water sanitation systems because they  

          want Iraqi people to have clean drinking water.

31.    Here is a water sanitation system coming to a school!

33.    Finally children can drink the water at school.

 36.    Your class or organization can decide to raise money to buy a  

           water sanitation system.
 37.     You will be paired with an Iraqi school of students your age.  The name of your  

           organization will be posted on a plaque in the school.
