17. Let’s look closely at what happens when water systems get sewage and bacteria in   

      them during wartime.

18. Think for a minute about the drinking fountains in your school. How many times      

      have you passed one today?

19. What if you could not take a drink without getting diarrhea?

20. These Iraqi children are walking to school. They’ll be really thirsty  by the time they  

       get there.

21. But they wont be able to drink any water at school without taking a chance of getting 

     very sick.

22. Actually, these days, in Iraq, almost 1 in 5 children dies of an illness caused by 

      contaminated drinking water.  That means there should be 1 more friend hanging out     

      here.

23. Sewage plants that keep water clean have been damaged.

24. Iraq has enough water for it’s people, but, the glass on the right shows what the water 

      looks like.  Would you drink this or go thirsty?

25. What do people do when the water is this dirty- full of bacteria from sewage?  How 

      can they drink?  Or wash themselves, the dishes or their clothes?

26. What is being done to solve this problem?

27. Iraqi adults are meeting to talk about the water problem.

28. Some American schools, clubs, and religious organizations are purchasing a water 

      sanitation system for an Iraqi school as their service learning project.

29. This woman asked her family and friends to buy a sanitation system for a school as 

      her gift for graduating from college.

30.  Some US soldiers are raising money for water filter systems because they want Iraqi   

       people to have clean drinking water.

31.  Here is a water sanitation system coming to a school!

32. Finally children can drink the water at school.
